Celebration of the Grand Egyptian Museum

Within the framework of the Egyptian Heritage Month activities
in Ontario, Canada, and the cultural and tourism promotion of
Egypt in Canada, BCAC organized a symposium via video
conference technology, on the Grand Egyptian Museum under
the title "The Grand Egyptian Museum - Ancient Egypt in the
Twenty-first Century". The event was attended by members of
the Egyptian community and the Canadian community from
various Canadian provinces.

During which, Dr. Al-Tayeb Abbas, Assistant Minister of
Tourism and Antiquities for Archaeological Affairs at the Grand
Egyptian Museum, spoke about the latest construction and
archaeological developments, explaining that the museum is
built on an area of more than 500,000 square meters, and is
considered the largest museum in the world dedicated to one
civilization, which is the ancient Egyptian civilization, as it
includes antiquities from prehistoric times to the Greek era. He
added that the museum will include a library specialized in
Egyptology, a conference center, a children's museum, a
research center, restoration laboratories, a 3D cinema, and
places dedicated to serving visitors such as restaurants, shops
selling tourist souvenirs, and parking lots.
