The
lecturer, Dr. Ahmed Ghoneim, made a detailed
explanation of everything contained in the museum, such
as the main hall and its distinctive pieces of Egyptian
civilization, the Mummies Hall, which was designed
specifically to display the mummies of the kings and
queens of Pharaonic Egypt, the ancient laundry that was
discovered in 1932, and the theater and cinema halls and
the restoration center, which contains various restoration
laboratories.
